Procedure 
! Make a transparency of

the photo of Dingle Gar-
den on page 48.

! Display the transparency.
Have the class brain-
storm: Where is it? What
do people do there? Elicit vocabulary about the location (pond,
shrubs, etc.). Which parks are your students’ favourites? 

! Revise conditional 2. Get the class to think up some exam-
ples starting with “If I were in Spain, I would...”. Introduce
another variation: “If I were in Spain, I’d be lying on the beach.”

! In pairs, get students to ask each other questions using the
conditional 2 forms, for example: S1: What would you be do-
ing if you were at Dingle Garden? S2: I’d be having a picnic.

! Listen to a few dialogues.

Unhappy valentine

Language work Picture dictation, speaking 
Preparation Photocopying
Materials Cartoon from The New Yorker (page 71)
Time 45 minutes

Procedure 
! Make copies of the cartoon from

The New Yorker, without the cap-
tion.

! Pre-teach vocabulary items re-
lated to the cartoon, for example:
chimney, smoke, roof, mountains,
footprints, belt, beard, postbox.

! Divide the class into pairs. Give one student in each group a
copy (which is to be kept hidden from the other student). He
must describe the picture to his partner, who is to draw it. The
drawers may ask questions for clarification, helping them to
draw more accurate pictures. Allow 5–10 minutes.

! Have students reveal the original picture to their partners.
! Ask the pairs to write a caption for the cartoon, using four

words. Tell them that the month is February.
! Get the groups to pass around their cartoons with their cap-

tions. Have them vote on the most accurate picture and the
funniest caption.

! Read the original caption, “Not one crummy Valentine”, to
the class. Ask them to explain the joke. Do your students cel-
ebrate Valentine’s Day?

Pet magic

Language work Inventing headlines, reading, speaking
Preparation Photocopying
Materials “Animal magic” (pages 32–33), Spotlight plus (page 8)
Time 60 minutes

Procedure
! Before the lesson, blank out the headlines in bold in the article

(“Pets are good for cardiac health”, etc.). Make copies. Also
make copies of page 8 of Spotlight plus.

! Find out who has a pet and elicit their reasons for owning one.
! Study the glossed vocabulary on page 33 with your class. Read

the text together with them, helping out with pronunciation.

! Point out that the introductory headlines in some paragraphs are
missing. Ask students to invent new ones.

! Invite comments about the article. Can they think of any disad-
vantages of owning a pet?

! Hand out the Spotlight plus exercise. Let students work indi-
vidually to complete it.

! Correct the exercise. See page 22 for answers.

Extreme Scrabble

Language work Composing simple poems, listening
Preparation None
Materials “Wild about Scrabble” (page 11)
Time 60 minutes

Procedure
! Find out about your students’ favourite board games. Ask them

to briefly explain how some are played.
! Divide the class into two groups, A and B. As you read the

text “Wild about Scrabble” aloud, group A writes down all the
adjectives it hears; group B writes down all the nouns.

! Read the text. Then ask students from the same group to com-
pare lists.

! Collect the adjectives and nouns on the board. Clarify the
meanings of any new words.

! Get the class to piece together the text orally.
! Students form A/B pairs. Explain that they will now compose a

simple five-line poem, using words from their lists. It should
follow this pattern: noun / adjective, adjective / question about
noun, answer to question / noun, repeated. Example: Sharks
/ wild, big / Where are they? / Underwater / sharks. Allow 5–10
minutes.

! Listen to the poems.

Where are the manners? 

Procedure
! Split the class into two groups. Ask one half to brainstorm

examples of “bad manners” (for example when eating, driving,
in the office, or on the phone). Ask the other half to brain-
storm examples of “good manners”. Allow five minutes.

! Do a quick feedback session.
! Write the following statements from “Good manners help the

world go round” on page 43 on the board: “Manners are 
of more importance than laws.” “These days, it seems old-
fashioned to talk about good manners.” “...politeness is 
really about survival. We are civil when we believe that other
people’s claim to comfort and happiness is as valid as our
own.”

! Invite opinions. Tell the class about Curtin’s documentary To
Hell with Manners! The Decline of Civility. Do they agree that
technology is to be blamed for bad manners?
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American dream 

Procedure
! Make copies of pages 39–40. Prepare a worksheet with the

following: Quiz A: Sally Hemings, Frederick Douglass, Nathan
and Polly Johnson, Harriet Tubman. Quiz B: Monticello, Na-
tional Great Blacks in Wax Museum, Nathan and Polly Johnson
House, National Underground Railroad Freedom Center. Quiz
C: W. C. Handy, Brooker T. Washington, George W. Carver,
Rosa Parks. Quiz D: W. C. Handy Museum, Tuskegee Insti-
tute, The Oaks, Rosa Parks Museum. Make copies.

! Divide the class into four groups, A–D. Distribute copies of
the article and worksheet. Have students scan the article to
find the names of people and places, then prepare a question
sheet about them, e.g. “In which state is Tuskegee Institute?”

! Get students to swap question sheets, look for the answers
to the questions in the text and then write them down.
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Procedure
! Write only the first line of the dialogue (Hugh: Do you know when
Rebecca got in last night? It was all very quiet.) on a blank sheet of
paper. Write the names of the other speakers down the left side.
Make copies.
! Write the following words on the board: midnight, arguing, gets
my back up, shrugged her shoulders, worrying, asleep.
! As a lead-in, ask your class the following: How long should
teenagers be allowed to stay out at night?
! Check and clarify the words on the board.

! Divide the class into small groups. Give each group a copy of the
incomplete dialogue. Have them pass it around, allowing each stu-
dent to write one line at a time until the dialogue is finished. They
must incorporate the words on the board. Allow 10 minutes.
! Go around, helping out where needed.
! Get the groups to perform their scenes.
! Tell the class that you will play a recording of the dialogue.
They should listen for the words on the board and their context.
! Play the recording.
! Discuss how Hugh and Jane should deal with Rebecca.

Procedure
! Ask the class to read pages 27–31 in advance. Make copies of

page 4 of this supplement (one sheet for every two students).
! Arrange the class into pairs. Tell them that they have won €1,000

for a shopping spree in a city of their choice (one that they know
well). Ask the pairs to plan a shopping route, jotting down all the
stores they would go into, as well as all the things they would
buy. They should also write down the prices, keeping track of
what they spend. Allow 10 minutes.

! Enquire about any interesting purchases.
! Before you talk about the article, find out who in the class has

already gone shopping in London. Ask them to share their ex-
periences. Which of the shops in the article would your students
like to visit and why? Are there similar shops in their home city?

! Hand out copies of page
4 and scissors. Go over
the vocabulary.

! Ask the pairs to cut out the cards and sort them into German and
English piles. One student shuffles the German pile, while the
other shuffles the English pile. The piles are placed face down
on the table.

! Explain the game: Students quickly and simultaneously turn over
the cards. If the two cards are a correct translation of each other,
the first person to say “Snap!” wins that pair. If the cards do
not form a pair, the students continue turning over the cards.
Shuffle the piles after each round. Continue until all pairs have
been formed. The student with the most correct pairs wins.

! Play the game. Allow 10–15 minutes.
